                               TRAINING CANDIDATE SURVEY

OVERVIEW

While the development of natural gas from the Pennsylvania Marcellus Shale is in its earliest phase, the demand for a skilled workforce is already rapidly expanding. Johnson College will provide welding training for the natural gas industry. Training will be offered Monday through Thursday, 6.25 hours per day for a total of 25 hours per week.  Day and evening sessions are available.  At the completion training, an individual will have the fundamental skill set to secure entry level employment.  

WORKING CONDITIONS
Career opportunities in the natural gas industry will most likely require you to work on the natural gas drill site, which can be in remote locations in northeastern Pennsylvania.   These jobs can be labor-intensive and physically demanding, requiring you to work in tight spaces and awkward positions for lengthy period of times.  These positions operate year round, regardless of weather conditions.  Many jobs include the operation of company vehicles or equipment, requiring you to have a driver’s license with a clean driving history.  Some positions work a 14-day on, 14-day off schedule while others work all types of shifts, including week-ends, overtime and on-call.
